Summer Camp – Results May Vary  
 

Summer time is a special time for youth groups as they set out on few long road trips in 
search of a spiritual experience which will have profound implications for the future of their 
High School and Jr. High students. In a lot of ways, some of the experiences that students have 
at this time in their lives will have lasting results that will spill over into their adult lives. As a 
senior in High School I sat in the auditorium at Hume Lake in 1996 and realized for the first 
time that I needed to give not only my heart to Jesus Christ, but my future hopes and dreams as 
well. I am sure that I had heard a similar message before from my youth pastor many times 
over, but for some reason it finally hit me, when I heard it from a complete stranger (whose 
name I cannot recall to this day). And while the details of who preached still elude me to this 
day, I can remember with vivid clarity the message that God used to speak to me that summer. It 
was at that moment that I asked God for the first time, “What do you want to do with my life?” I 
had never really asked that question of God before, either because I was afraid of the answer or 
because I had never thought to ask it. While I realize that sending a student to a summer camp 
doesn’t always produce the same results every time for every student, I think the chance that it 
might have this kind of life changing impact is worth the time, effort, and money. 

For the past 5-6 months our students have been scraping, saving, working, and generally 
fighting for every dollar they can in order to earn enough money to go to Summer Camp. Much 
of that blood, sweat, and tears has been to ensure that they will have a “good time” at an 
incredibly dynamic and exciting camp (whether Hume Lake or our Jr. High camp). What they 

don’t realize is that they have also been working toward a time when 
God will have opportunity to speak to them in a very profound way. I 
believe that is why we as a youth group have been working so diligently 
to raise money, and why I believe many of you have so generously 
contributed your money, time, and resources to this end. My hope is 
that God will use this time to speak to these kids in a way that many of 

them have never experienced before. 
In some ways the time that we spend at retreats parallels the story of the transfiguration of Jesus 
which Peter, James, and John experienced. Three of the gospels (Matthew, Mark, & Luke) 
record the incident for us emphasizing the importance of this amazing experience. What they 
saw was a divine revelation of Jesus Christ, not unlike the profound impact that many students 
experience at youth retreats when they are confronted with the truth of Jesus Christ’s claim on 
their lives. The disciples also went up on a mountain away from their normal, daily lives as our 
students are going to do. And they came back down the mountain changed men, as I have 
witnessed the life-changing experiences that students have had over the years. Some refer to this 
kind of phenomena as a “mountain top” experience. The disciples didn’t want to leave (i.e. 
Peter’s desire to build three tents for Jesus, Moses, & Elijah), and many times students don’t 
want to leave either when it is all over.  

  NOTES FROM PASTOR STUART 
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Having been a part of many camp experiences as a youth pastor, I have 

seen firsthand the value of youth camps and I would like to relate to you why I 
believe they have the impact on students that they do. First, they provide an 
opportunity for us to spend a concentrated amount of time with kids, and build 
relationships with them. You may not believe that we want to live with teenagers 
in a small cabin, in difficult living conditions, for days on end, but we love 
students and we can’t wait to spend time with them because it gives us opportunity 
to have an impact on their lives for Christ. What other time do we have to spend 
prolonged times of fellowship with students, speaking about spiritual matters and 
challenging them to live for God? Summer camps often provide the avenue for that 
kind of situation to happen. Second, it gets kids away from all the influences of the world that potentially 
distract them from concentrating solely on their walk with the Lord: cell phones, iPods, TV, magazines, 
the internet, friends, school, sports, etc. Those things are not inherently evil, but they often seem to keep 
students away from spiritual things and tend to keep them focused on the temporal and earthly pleasures 
which do not lead toward a close relationship to God. Third, it exposes kids to profound biblical teaching 
in concentrated times, which are aimed at challenging them to live more passionately for Christ. It is 
amazing to see how God uses gifted preachers and teachers of His word to shatter pride, rearrange 
priorities, and strip away sin from the lives of people. However, what is even more amazing is to see how 
non-responsive some students are to the same old routine of church life. Sometimes God has to take a 
spiritual two-by-four and crack us on the head to get our attention. Even great preaching can be nullified 
by the ears which have become dull of hearing (Heb 5:11-6:2). Solomon warned his own son saying, “the 
complacency of fools will destroy them” (Prov 1:32). I don’t want you to misunderstand what I am 
saying, because I don’t think Summer Camps are the end all be all of the Christian life. I just believe that 
in youth ministry they serve an important role in capturing the attention of students, and I have seen God 
use them mightily in the lives of many students I have pastored. I think this is important to relay to you so 
that you can understand why we have pushed our students so hard and asked them to spend the amount of 
money they have to participate in our summer camps. 

With all that said, I would just ask that you pray for our students while they are at our summer 
camps this year. Our desire is to see God really grab hold of their lives and impact them in a permanent 
way for the kingdom of God. Our High School students will be going to Hume Lake on July 11-18 and 
our Jr. High students will be camping from August 1-5. We expect great things from our time at both 
camps, and we are praying God will leave a lasting impression on their hearts. I know that some of you 
can relate, because God has used experiences like this in your own life; while others of you have simply 
slowly grown up in the church through the consistent and faithful teaching of the truth. Whichever way 
God has worked in your life we give God the glory and pray optimistically for the future of our students. 
Let me also take the opportunity to thank you for your kindness and generosity in contributing toward our 
student’s ability to go to camp. It has not gone unnoticed and is very appreciated. Our prayer is that your 
giving will be used for the furtherance of God’s kingdom, and we trust that this is your prayer as well.
